Modelo 349 Summary Statement of Intra-Community Transactions is a required Spanish tax report
defined in the Tax Order HAC/360/2002 dated on 19th February 2002.

Modelo 349 summary statement is an obligatory tax report to be submitted to the tax authorities by
Spanish companies who supply or purchase goods to or from any EU country.

The tax report must be structured and grouped according to operation keys as below:
e (A) Intra community acquisition subject to tax.
e (E) Intra community deliveries exempt
e (H) Intra community supply following an exempt Import (Legal Represent.)
e () Intra community Services delivery.
o (M) Intra community supply following and exempt Import.
e (S) Intra community supplies of services by the declaring.

o (T) Deliveries in other member states resulting from an exempt intra-community acquisition
in the context of triangular operations.

The file must hold a sum for each tax identity and operation key.

The Tax Agency in Spain has introduced a new VAT management system based on Immediate
Supply of Information (SII). This means that all issued and received invoices must be reported to
the Tax Agency in XML format. It should be done within four calendar days from the time an
invoice was issued or registered. It is mandatory from July 1%, 2017 for 63000 tax payers in Spain.

The invoice information from first half of 2017 should also be sent to the Tax Agency between July
1%t and December 31%, 2017. In the future, no other tax reporting than Sl reporting must be
provided.

The Sl Invoice Status, Sl Error Code, Sl Error Description columns are set automatically
when the response file is uploaded and are not editable.

The Sll Year, Sll Period columns are set automatically based on tax liability date of the invoice.
They are not editable.

The SlI Correction Type column is a combo box with two values: “S”, “I”. It is automatically set to
“S” for correction invoices. It is automatically set to “I” for credit invoices created from customer
order flow with invoice types CUSTORDCRE, CUSTCOLCRE. For other credit invoices and for
credit supplier invoices user should set the value manually to “I”.

The SlI correction type is only possible to edit manually when the proposal is in status “Created”
and Sll Invoice Status is equal to “Not accepted” or “Accepted with errors”.

It is possible to remove invoices from the SlI proposal when the proposal status is “Created”. It is
also possible to remove whole proposal and create it again.

Communication type in tag <TipoComunicacion> informs Sll web service
whether new invoice is reported (A0) or it is amendment for invoice reported earlier (A1). It will be
set to AO for the first XML file generated for the proposal.

The file will be created in the outgoing folder defined in IFS Connect setup. Read more about IFS
Connect in IFS Cloud technical documentation.

5.8.1 Reporting of no-tax operations
NonVATable customer operations (invoice amounts) are reported in Sll XML file in three relevant
<NoSujeta> sections:

1. Section for Spanish customer: goods or services, grouped by Exemption Reason
(under respective tag, depending on exemption reason)

2. Section for foreign customer, services, grouped by Exemption Reason (under
respective tag, depending on exemption reason)

3. Section for foreign customer, goods, grouped by Exemption Reason (under
respective tag, depending on exemption reason)
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This kind of operations are included in Sll and reported in XML file only if tax code used on
customer invoice has tax type: “Tax”, 0 percentage and SlI exemption reason “N1”, “N2”, “N3” or
“N4”.

5.9 Send XML File to Tax Authority
Customer is responsible to send the generated XML file to tax authorities.

The response file, received in XML format, which contains a status for each invoice reported can
be uploaded into IFS Cloud. You can analyze an updated SlI status and based on it, take required
actions toward invoices contained in the SlI.

5.10 Upload Response File to IFS Cloud

The response file received from Sl web service must be uploaded to IFS Cloud. This is done by
placing the file in the IN folder defined in IFS Connect setup. Read more about IFS Connect in IFS
Cloud technical documentation.

The file is read automatically and the SlI invoice status, error code and description is set for each
invoice included in the proposal. Possible values for the Sll invoice status are:

e “Accepted”’, in Spanish “Correcto”

o “Accepted with errors”, in Spanish “AceptadoConErrores”

o “Not accepted”, in Spanish “Incorrecto”.

5.10.1 Sl Proposal Status

The SlI proposal status will be changed from “Acknowledged” to “Reported” or “Partially Reported”
when the response file is uploaded to the application. When all invoices in the proposal receive
status “Accepted” then status of the proposal is changed to “Reported”. If there are invoices in
status “Not accepted” or “Accepted with errors” then the status of the proposal is set to “Partially
Reported”.

Note:

In fetching the supplier details not only the company and tax id number parameters will be
validated, the response received for the supplier when uploaded to the IFS Cloud, will be validated
based on Company, Tax ID Number, Invoice Number and Invoice Date.

Limitation: Following scenario will not be supported

More than one supplier is defined with the same Tax ID Number, and if more than one invoice with
same invoice date for these different suppliers exist.

5.11 Handle Errors

In case the Sl proposal receive status “Partially Reported” then there are invoices with state “Not
accepted” or “Accepted with errors”. Change the basic data used by the not accepted invoices and
generate new XML file for the proposal. Invoices with status “Accepted” will not be included in the
new file.

Separate XML file for invoices in state “Accepted with errors” will be created with Communication
Type “Al". Such invoices have present record in Sll database. This XML is to update that record
with new data.
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Separate XML file for invoices in state “Not accepted” will be created with Communication Type
“A0”. Such invoices do not have record in SlI database.

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6 TicketBai Invoicing in Spain (Basque Region)

6.1 Overview of the Legal Requirement

TicketBAl is a shared project by the Regional (Provincial) Finance Authorities and the Basque
Government to implement a series of legal and technical obligations regarding taxpayers' invoicing
software. It will enable the tax authorities to monitor taxpayers' business income, particularly in
sectors that deliver goods or perform services to end consumers that are largely paid for in cash.
Two of the main goals of the Basque authorities are to assist taxpayers in fulfilling their fiscal
obligations and to combat tax fraud, thus ensuring that everyone contributes to public spending
according to their financial means. The TicketBAI project is one of the most innovative elements in
the field of assistance and monitoring of taxpayers with businesses. It aims to ensure that all
transactions conducted by individuals and organizations in business are properly declared and draws
on the experience of other countries in the region.

All invoicing software used to implement TBAI requirements must follow the process detailed below
each time an invoice is issued:
e An XML file must be generated that matches the design and content of the TBAI format
schema. This file will be known as the TBAI file.
e The TBAI file must be electronically signed.
The invoice image may be generated either physically or in electronic format. The invoice
image must include QR Code and the Unique Invoice Identifier which is generated using the
content of the signature of the TBAI file.
e The procedure MUST be in the following order: generation of the TBAI file; digitally signing
of the file; generation of the image on paper or in electronic format.

6.2 Solution Overview

The solution is based on IFS elnvoice which is using a 3rd party service provider to handle the
communication of invoice information. The solution has been developed in cooperation with the IFS
partner Pagero but other local or global service providers can be utilized. The service provider is
needed to transform the IFS style invoice file to required TicketBAIl format and to transform the
response file to an IFS style format.

TicketBAI XML development is supported in all Live Invoices including Instant Invoices, Project
Invoices and Customer Order Invoice categories. After sending the IFS XML to Pagero, they will
perform following actions.

6.6 Send XML to the Tax Authority

When create any invoice (Instant Invoice, Project Invoice or Customer Order Invoice) after setting
up data as above, ‘Send’ command will be enabled to generate XML. IFS will send that XML to the
Pagero to fulfil the requirement of QR code and Unique Invoice Identifier. Then Pagero will send the
digitally signed TicketBAl XML to the relevant Tax Authority on behalf of IFS for the approval
(Accept/Reject). Once send the XML, Invoice status should be in PostedAuth and Transferred status
in Sent Invoices Page.

6.7 Upload Response File received from Pagero to IFS

If the Tax Authority accepted the TicketBAlI XML, Pagero will send the response file containing QR
Code and Unique Invoice Identifier back to the IFS. If the Tax Authority is not accepted any XML
received, then Pagero will send the response file with an Error Code and the Error Description to the
IFS. The response file received from Pagero must be uploaded to IFS Cloud. This is done by placing
the file in the IN folder defined in IFS Connect setup. From the in-folder, the response file is
automatically or manually read by IFS Cloud and the QR Code and Unique Invoice Identifier updated
on the invoice.
